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WSDA (Web Svc Dlvry Agent) receiver
With MCP 7.2 (currently installed on test2), WSDA (Web Services Delivery Agent) will offer F2M users the ability to receive faxes via a URL besides for mail.

To enable the receiver, the user profile element "forwarding_address" must be populated with:

  URL:receiverURL

If you wish to use this test WSDA receiver, then your profile forwarding_address field (see above) would be:

If you receive faxes at your test2 F2M account and populate the above, a directory will be created at

 

    http://137.236.224.42/FaxReceiver/inbox/<userID>/
 

where <userID> is your F2M userID. If there are any non alphanumeric characters in your userID, they will be replaced by a hyphen (this is done because there are many t2/userID accounts and the slash "/" would cause mailbox directory creation problems. Thus if you have userID  t2/my#1Fan, then your mailbox would be:

Each fax you receive in your personal mailbox will consist of 3 items: XML, COVER, & FAX.
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The filename will read who it is from (or "unknown" if not available), the timestamp it was pushed, the fax compenent, and the job number. The XML of the fax compnent is the domain/XDN which pushed the fax to the receiver.

If you have your own F2M account on test2, you can re-direct it to our web service listener, as Vic explains above. Even if you don't have a F2M account on test2, everyone can still test by sending us as many fax messages as they can, with different file types, to this number: 732-676-9158.
